Designing a web page takes a little advanced planning but for the most part the rest is defined by your creativity and imagination.  One of the first things I do when I want to create a web page is I look at other pages that I like. I review the structure of the page to see how the components are laid out. Most web pages have photo or graphic images, a navigation bar, a page heading, page text, hyperlinks, and a background image. Some examples of the things you can do to make your page interesting is make the text wrap around your images, giving the page the look of a newspaper or you could create a table on your page, placing images in some of the cells of the table and text in the other cells, giving the page a more high-tech look.  You can then link your page to other websites, other web pages within your website or to and e-mail address, its all up to you. Last of all, you can choose the background and the colors of the text. You can pick background images with designs in them or textured images then coordinate the text colors with your background choice.  

Once you’ve completed this process and it looks the way you think it should, test it in a web browser. Always check to make sure that your navigation bar and hyperlinks work, taking you to the page or section of your web page that you originally planned. After review in the browser, if you have no more final touches to make, you are ready to upload your page to a web host where the page will be viewable through the World Wide Web.
