Technology Sites
The CNET website’s main page has a listing of all of CNET’s services, including a link to a computer expert who writes articles with new and relevant information regarding technology.  The main page also highlights the hottest deals that they have available. Some of their page links include hardware, software, and electronics reviews, Internet services, tech news and investing, downloads, enterprise business, and tech auctions. The auction page offers items by subject. When you click on one of the item links you get a listing of featured auction items, a photo link, number if bids, bidding end time, and the latest bid amount.  I clicked on desktops and found a listing of 56 available items.  The bidding ranged from $5.95 to $456.00.  When you click on an available item, you get more information regarding the product and the option to enter a bid. You can also email the information to someone, get shipping and payment information, and ask questions to the seller.  

The ZDNet website’s main page was similar to the CNET site.  It offered articles written by technology experts and electronic items for purchase. The auction page looked the same as the CNET auction page. I clicked on the desktop web page and found that these websites share the same links to the same auction pages. 

The ubid website offered more than just the technology/electronic items.  I saw an offering for a trip to Florida along with Kitchenaid mixers listed under the special offers and the auction offerings in general had many more categories.  When I clicked on desktop computers I found many more items than were listed at the other sites, there were 261 auction items available. The format for bidding on an item is the same as the other two sites.  When you click on an item, you get a more descriptive page that offers you the opportunity to make a bid, just like at the other sites.

The format for auction bidding seems to be the same no matter which site you are using.  You register an ID and password of your choosing, then you bid.  You can proxy bid on any item, unless the item is listed as part of a Dutch auction.
